An applicant shall possess a Bachelor degree with not lower than Second Class (Lower Division) with a Weighted Aver- 
age of between 50 – 59% (C) at Masters level OR a Master Degree with Long Essay and a weighted coursework average 
which shall normally not be less than 60% (B)
